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2. INTRODUCTION 

About DoHT 

The Directorate of Handloom and Textiles, Uttar Pradesh, Kanpur (DoHT) is the 

concerned department of the Government of Uttar Pradesh responsible for the formulation 

of policy, development and regulation of Handloom, Power loom, Textiles and Apparel 

industry and for setting up of Textile and Apparel Park in the state. DoHT’s primary role is 

to conserve and develop the traditional, non-traditional and heritage art and craft of the 

State providing sustainable employment opportunities. 

About Sant Kabir Textile Parks Scheme  

The Government of Uttar Pradesh (GoUP) has launched the Sant Kabir Textile & Apparel 

Parks Scheme with the objective to: (i) provide land at competitive price for textile 

enterprises; (ii) create plug-and-play (ready-made) infrastructure to accelerate 

commissioning of textile units; (iii) develop an integrated industrial ecosystem from start 

to finish within each park and (iv) generate employment at scale, with a special focus on 

women and skilled workers. Under this scheme, textile and apparel parks will be 

developed on the Government land parcels. 

Government of Uttar Pradesh has formed “Uttar Pradesh Textile & Apparel Industrial 

Development Authority” (Authority) for the implementation of the scheme. The Authority 

has identified following 4 land parcels for development of Textile and Apparel Parks on 

PPP mode:

Under the Sant Kabir Textile and Apparel Park scheme, the Master Developer will be 

provided Capital Grant of 50% of the Project Cost, capped at Rs 50 Lakh per acre. 

The grant will be released to the Master Developer in six tranches as per milestones given 

in the scheme document. The Scheme Guidelines is enclosed as Annexure – IV of this 

document. 
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3. INDICATIVE SCOPE OF WORK FOR MASTER DEVELOPER  

a) Master planning, detailed design, engineering and approvals. 

b) Financing, construction and commissioning of internal infrastructure (roads, 

stormwater, power distribution, street lighting, ICT, water supply, sewage, CETP 

with ZLD). 

c) Development of factory sheds, warehousing, logistics, workers’ housing (as 

applicable), and utility blocks. 

d) Development and O&M of common facilities: admin. building, skill development 

centre, testing labs, design studios, incubation, common facility centre (CFC), 

canteen, clinic, parking, green areas. 

e) Marketing, allotment/lease of plots/sheds to units (Textile/Apparel Units) as per 

Concession terms; collection of user charges/lease rentals. 

f) Operations & Maintenance of the Park and common infrastructure for the 

concession period; compliance with environmental and statutory norms. 

 

4. PROPOSED PPP STRUCTURE (Indicative) 

a) Structure: Design–Build–Finance–Operate–Transfer (DBFOT). 

b) Land: To be provided by Authority on lease/license for concession period; Clear 

demarcation through site handover. 

c) Revenue: Master Developer shall have rights to determine, collect user 

charges/lease premium/maintenance charges from park occupants as per 

Concession. 

d) Support from Authority (indicative): external trunk infrastructure facilitation (road & 

power supply up to the park), single window, statutory clearances support, 

incentives to the Textile Units as per Government of Uttar Pradesh / Government 

of India policies (subject to eligibility). 

e) Performance Security, Construction Milestones, O&M KPIs, and Service Level 

Standards to be defined in Concession. 
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5. INTERESTED PARTIES  

a) DoHT welcomes Expression of Interest from Individuals or Proprietorship Firms or 

Partnership Firms or Private Limited Companies or Public Limited Company or any 

other type of business concern.
